Vehicle Exemptions to Friction Material Laws

NSF International does not itself grant exemptions to any of the friction material laws.  Companies must petition to the appropriate department/state for an exemption from the law.

All data will be reported to the relevant state(s) exactly as it is written on this form.  Every cell in a line must be completed in order for an exemption to be properly recorded.  Sign the form (electronic signatures are acceptable) and submit both the signed form and proof of the exemption(s) being granted from the state(s) in an email to FrictionMaterial@nsf.org.
List each unique Make/Model/Model Year range combination on a separate line.  For example an exemption for a 2013-2014 Dodge Dart should be on a separate line from an exemption for a 2012 Chrysler 300M.  This applies even if the edge code for both vehicles is the same.
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1: List the Company Assigned ID and Formulation Identification portion of each edge code which has been granted an exemption.  See latest revision of SAE J866 for more information.
2: Separate edge codes with semicolon.  Example – two formulations with Company Assigned ID “CAID” and Formulation Identifications of EC1 and EC2 should be listed as “CAID EC1; CAID EC2”.

2: Must use official 2-digit state abbreviation.  Example – Washington should be entered as “WA”.
3: Must use 4-digit model year.
